"Korach the son of Yitzhar took... and they stood before Moshe and t
children of Israel”. Rashi comments that Korach: “clothed them in Talitot mad
entirely of Techelet”. Rav Yakov Yosef of Vilna adds that the parsha of Tzitzit at
the end of Shelach says: “In order that you remember and do all My mitzvot
and be holy to your G-d”. Korach understood that whoever dons the Rabbinical
Frock and claims piety is already considered “holy” and therefore has the ability
to challenge Moshe. “The entire nation is holy — why do you lord over the con-
gregation of Hashem?” But Korach made a grave mistake by not understanding
that clothing does not make a man. There is a moral to be learned here: dress-
ing like a tzaddik doesn’t make one a tzaddik, putting two pairs of tefillin on

Why is Yaakov not mentioned in Korach's lineage?

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Parshat Korach 25 June 2011
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"Korach the son of Yitzhar the son of Kehat the son of Levi took, together with Datan
and Aviram, the sons of Eliav and Onn, the son of Pelet from Reuven”. Rashi comments on
the word “took”: he took for himself. Reb Menachem Mendel of Kotsk used to say: a leader of
the Jewish people gives and bestows goodness and blessing on the individual and congrega-
tion as a whole. The entire essence of Korach, on the other hand, was “and he took”, only for
his personal benefit. Reb Chaim MiSanz says: The tzaddik of the generation influences the
congregation with his holiness, and he too receives goodness from the congregation which
uplifts him, as Chaza”l said: “the only reason I bestowed you with greatness was for Yisrael”.
There is an important message for the leaders of the people: you were chosen to give - not
to receive!

This coming week, on the 26™ of Sivan (28.6.11), is the Yartzheid of Yonatan ben
Uziel. Yonatan ben Uziel lived a few decades before the destruction of the 2™ Beit Hamik-
dash. He was the greatest student of Hillel Hazaken, as the Gemara tells us: “Hillel hazaken
had 80 students. 30 were worthy to have Divine Revelation like Moshe Rabeinu, 30 were wor-
thy that the sun stand still like it did for Yehoshua, and 20 intermediate ones - the greatest
of all these was Yonatan ben Uziel...”

Yonatan ben Uziel translated the Torah and Prophets into Aramaic, his work is known
as Targum Yonatan. The Gemara tells us that when the translation was revealed, an angry
heavenly voice called out: “who revealed my secrets to Man?” Ben Uziel went out and said:
"It was me. I did not do it for my own honor, nor for the honor of my father’s house, only so
that there would be less machloket in Israel.” When he wanted to translate the Writing
(ketuvim) a heavenly voice called out: “you’ve done enough”. Throughout the generations we
have seen the thousands of single men and women journeyed to his grave to daven to find a
mate.
